Ms. Natafalusy, Mayor Scapicchio, and the Township Council;

I am very pleased to hear that Mt. Olive is currently working under a Highlands Council Initial Assessment
Grant and thank you and to the town officials for applying for this grant.

It sounds like you are following these issues very closely and that is very good to hear.

I also heard that the new Water Quality Management Rules require counties to submit county wide plans for
water/sewer/septic densities, in April of 2009. I assume Mt. Olive is participating with Morris County on this

project.

What I am concerned about is how is it possible to submit a COAH plan on Dec. 31, 2008 when you will not
have determined your water/sewer/septic until completing your county WQMP? And how can you determine
either of them without first deciding if you will conform to the Regional Master Plan, which doesn't have to
happen until December of 2009. And I think that county WQMP's will be judged for consistency with the
Regional Master Plan by the NJDEP anyway.

So it sounds to me like these different state agencies (COAH, the Highlands Council, and DEP) are totally
disjointed. The timeline issue of these plans just doesn't match up, I feel like it should be the other way
around. Highlands Council and RMP conformance first, then county WQMP, then finally COAH plan once

those constraint issues are worked out.

So thank you for being diligent and I hope to be involved more and more with the township as we move into
Highlands Plan conformance. I also would like to see all discussions on Highlands Conformance open to the
public as this is a very iterative process and I am sure there are strong opinions from many community members

on both sides.

Personally, I support full plan conformance for the township in the Planning and Preservation Areas. The
Highlands Council has the most advanced data and science in the State and if the county WQMP has to be
consistent with the Highlands Plan anyway, it would make logical sense to conform the whole town and only
have one set of ordinances instead of seperate ordinances and master plans for the Planning Area and

Preservation Areas of town.

Thanks for the reply and I appreciate the opportunity to share my thoughts.
